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Summary of SignificantAccounting Policies

Basis ofAccounting

The Company prepares its consolidated financial statements in conformity with generally accepted

accounting principles in the United States of America. These principals require management to make

estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of
revenues and expenses during the reporling period. Management believes that these estimates are reasonable

and have been discussed with the Board of Directors; however, actual results could differ from those

estimates.

Use ofEstimates

The Company prepares its consolidated financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles in the United States of America. These principals require management to make

estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reporled amounts of
revenues and expenses during the repofting period. Management believes that these estimates are

reasonable and have been discussed with the Board of Directors; however, actual results could differ from
those estimates.

Princ ip I e s of C o nso li dutio n

The consolidated financial statements include the accounts and operations of PV Enterprises
International, Inc., Accordingly, the assets and liabilities, and expenses of this company have been

included in the accompanying consolidated financial statements, and intercompany transactions have been

eliminated.

Financial Instruments

The Company's balance sheets include the following financial instruments: cash, accounts receivable,
accounts payable and note payable and notes payable to stockholder. The carrying amounts of current
assets and current liabilities approximate their fair value because of the relatively short period of time
between the origination of these instruments and their expected realization. The carrying values of the note
payable to stockholder approximates fair value based on bonowing rates currently available to the Company
for instruments with similar terms and remaining maturities.

In September 2006, the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) introduced a tiamework for
measuring fair value and expanded required disclosure about fair value measurements of assets and
liabilities. The Company adopted the standard for those financial assets and liabilities as of the beginning of
the 2008 fiscal year and the impact of adoption was not significant. FASB Accounting Standards
Codification (ASC) 820 "Fair Value Measurentents and Disclosures" (ASC 820) defines fair value as the
exchange price that would be received for an asset or paid to transfer a liability (an exit price) in the
principal or most advantageous market for the asset or liability in an orderly transaction between market
participants on the measurement date. ASC 820 also establishes a t'air value hierarchy that distinguishes
between (1) market participant assumptions developed based on market data obtained from independent
sources (observable inputs) and (2) an entity's own assumptions about market parlicipant assumptions
developed based on the best information available in the circumstances (unobservable inputs). The fair value
hierarchy consists of three broad levels, which gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in
active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs
(Level 3). The three levels of the tair value hierarchyare described below:
. Level t - Unadjusted quoted prices in active markets that are accessible at the measurement date
for identi ca[, unrestricted assets or I iabilities



. Level 2 - Inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or
liabiliry, either directly or indirectly, including quoted prices lor similar assets or liabilities in active
markets; quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in markets that are not active; inputs other
than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability (e.g., interest rates); and inputs that are

derived principally from or comoborated by observable market data by correlation or other means.
. Level 3 - Inputs that are both significant to the fair value measurement and unobservable.

Fair value estimates discussed herein are based upon cerlain market assumptions and peftinent information
available to management as of March 31, 2014. The respective carrying value of cer-tain on-balance-sheet
financial instruments approximated their fair values due to the short-term nature of these instruments. These
financial instruments include accounts receivable, other current assets, accounts payable, accrued
compensation and accrued expenses. The fair value of the Company' s notes payable is estimated based

on current rates that would be available for debt of similar terms which is not significantly differentfromits
stated value.

On January |1th,2014 PV Enterprises International, Inc. launched Zeus Travel, Inc. A subsidiary specializing
in cruise and travel packages.
Zeus Travel has paftnered with many tour operators in Europe, Canada, and the Caribbean and is currently
offering exclusive packages for 1 i days land/cruise combinations for the summer season in Mediterranean and
BlackSeasthatareexpectedtoproducenetrevenuesinexcessof$1,000,000. Additionally,ZeusTravel,Inc.
has been awarded booking rights for luxurious cruises aboard the MS Delphin as she completes her tour of the
Caribbean and makes her way back to Spain where she will be redeployed using itineraries Exclusive to Zeus
Travel, Inc. starting this summer season.

The Company applied ASC 820 for all non-financial assets and liabilities measured at fair value on a non-
recurring basis. The adoption of ASC 820 for non-financial assets and liabilities did not have a significant
impact on the Company's financial statements.

As ol March 3),2014, the fair values of the Conrpany's financial instruments approximate their historical
carrying amount.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The majority of cash is maintained with a major financial institution in the United States. Generally,
deposits may be redeemed on demand and, therefore, bear minimal risk. The Company considers all highly
liquid investments purchased with an original maturity ofthree months or less to be cash equivalents.

Stock Based Compensation

The Company may issue restricted stock to consultants for various services. Cost for these transactions are
measured at the fair value of the consideration received or at the fair value of the equity instruments
issued, whichever is more reliably measurable. The value of the common stock is measured at the earlier
of (i) the date at which a firm commitment for perfbrmance by the counterparty to earn the equity
instruments is reached or (ii) the date at which the countelpafty's performance is complete. The
Company will recognize consulting expenses and a corresponding increase to additional paid- in-capital
related to stock issued lor services.



Advertising Costs

The costs of advertising are expensed as incurred. Advertising expenses are included in the Company's
operating expenses. Adveftising expense was $0 forthe three month period ended March 31,2014.

Income Taxes

The Company accounts for income taxes under the liability method. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are
recorded based on the differences between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts
for financial reporling purpose, refened to as temporary differences. Deferred tax assets and liabilities at
the end of each period are determined using the currentlyenacted tax rates applied to taxable incomeinthe
periods in wliich the defened tax assets and liabilities are expected to be settled or realized.

E arnings (Loss) Per S hare

Basic EPS is calculated by dividing the loss available to common shareholders by the weighted average

number of common shares outstanding during each period. Diluted EPS is similarly calculated, except that
the denominator includes common shares that may be issued subject to existing rights with dilutive
potential, exceptwhen their inclusion wouldbeanti-dilutive.

The Company entered into a Note Agreement on June l, 2012, with an unrelated third party, for
operational capital in the amount of $372,500. The Note is payable on October 30, 2012 and bears a fr.xed

amount of interest of $37,250 per annum until the note is repaid. The Company did not repay the note as

agreed and is currently in default, as per the terms of the note. As of March 31, 2013 and June 30,2012,
amounts due to the lender were $372,500, respectively. Interest, accrued and unpaid was $3 1,042 and

S$3,104 forthe periods ended March 31,2013 andJune 30,2012, respectively. $40,000.00 of this Note has been
paid off.

The Company entered into a Note Agreement on June l, 2012, with an unrelated third par1y, for
operational capital in the amount of $300,000. The Note is payable on June 30, 2012 and bears a flxed
amount of interest of $150,000 until the maturity date of the note. The Company did not repay the note as

agreed and is currently in default, as per the terms of the note. Asof Vlarch 31, 2013 and June 30.2012,
amounts due to the lender were $300,000, respectively. Interest, accrued and unpaid was $150,000 for
both the periods ended March 31,2013 and June 30,2012, respectively. Management left this Note to be
paid offlast as it bears only a fixed interest coupon.

The Company entered into a Note Agreement on July 18, 2012, with an unrelated third party, for
operational capital in the amount of $50,000. The Note is payable on August 30, 2012 and bears a fixed
amount of interest of $25,000 until the maturity date, and shall also accrue interest at $3,108.54 per
month until the note is repaid. The Company did not repay the note as agreed and is currently in default,
as per the terms of the note. As of March 31, 2013 the amount due to the lender was $50,000. Interest,
accmed and unpaid was $75,000 forthe period ended March 31, 2013. This Note has been paid off in its
entirety.

The Company entered into a Note Agreement on July 18, 2012, with an unrelated third party, for
operational capital in the amount of $50,000. The Note is payable on August 30, 2012 and bears a fixed
amount of interest of $25,000 until the maturity date, and shall also accrue interest at $5,000 per month
until the note is repaid, which had to date accrued $75,000 in interest. The Company did not repay the note
as agreed and is currently in default, as per the terms of the note. As of March 31, 2013 the an-rount due
to the lender was $50,000. Interest, accrued and unpaid was $85,000 for the period ended December 31,
2013. This Note has a balance remaining of $25,000.

For the tl.rree months ended September 30,2013, we issued 135,000,000 representing $382,000 in
consulting fees lor services rendered to us ior website development, investor relations, marketing and
business consulting.

On January 14,2014, as a collateral requirement in support ofpreviously arranged financial agreements, the
company increased the authorized share count to 5,594,000,000.
